11/12 Season Rev.1
Draw Rules:

· Games are to be played in accordance with CCA rules for general play.

· Games will start at 7:00 pm and 9:00 pm.  Please start your games ONTIME.
· At 08:50pm of the early games, and at 10:50pm during the late games, the end being played will be the last end of the game.  (See the next rule.)
· The digital clock at the far end of the ice above the scoreboards is the official clock.

· If the game has not started before 30 minutes after draw time, the non-offending team is declared the winner.

· One end shall be considered played, and one point per end will be awarded to the non-offending team as follows:

5 – 10 minutes late, 1 end 1 pt
10 – 15 minutes late, 2 ends 2 pts
15 – 20 minutes late, 3 ends 3 pts
20 –25 minutes late, 4 ends 4 pts
25 – 30 minutes late, 5 ends 5 pts 
After 30 minutes, the non-offending team wins the game.

· All games are 8 ends in length, no extra ends.  If tied after 8 ends, the game counts as a tie.
· The third on each team will be responsible for marking the Win, Tie, or Loss on the schedule sheet on the main bulletin board, any results not marked will be considered a tie.

· 4 points will be awarded for each win, 2 point for each tie, and 1 point for a loss.
Ties in the standings will be broken by the draw to the button totals which will take place at your league rep’s convenience

If a game is postponed, the team causing the postponement shall arrange a makeup game at the earliest convenience.  The team that originally postpones a game will be marked with a loss, if the game is not made up.  All games scheduled must be played by February 12th, 2012.  If no team has claimed the win by this date, both teams will be given a loss.

· ALL TEAMS ARE TO LET CLUB MANAGER KNOW OF POSTPONED GAMES IN ADVANCE SO THAT THE SCHEDULE AND ICE MAINTENANCE CAN BE ADJUSTED ACCORDINGLY.

· Please try to keep your games moving quickly and smoothly.  The ideal situation is to be ready to throw your rock when the opposition stone ahead of you has come to rest.  The Lead and Seconds on each team can be given the responsibility of watching the speed of the game.  Remove the rocks quickly after each end and prepare quickly for the next end of play.  Each end should take 15 minutes to play.  It should be very easy to play 8 ends in 2 hours.
· Remember that curling is a game of etiquette, and that adherence to the rules is via the honour system.  Also remember that we are not professionals, and that we are here for the fun.  Any on-ice differences should be handled by the two thirds.
· ALL SPARE curlers must be club members.  A spare player should be of the same sex as the player being replaced.  In mixed leagues, throwers should alternate between sexes.  Exceptions can occur if ok’ed by the opposing team, but the Skip and third must be of the opposite sex.  A minimum of three players is required to curl an official game, and TWO players must be team members.

Other Notes

· The top four teams after the regular season games will playoff for the Championship, (A event).  Teams placing 5th – 8th will play in the “B” playoffs.  Teams placing 9th – 12th will play in the “C” playoffs.  Teams placing 13th – 16th will play in the “D” playoffs.  
· CHAMPIONSHIP WEEKEND – Saturday March 17th, and Sunday March 18th– All club final games will be held during these two days.  This includes Men’s Ladies, Monday Mixed, and Friday Mixed leagues. Remember to keep this weekend open.
The most important rule:  HAVE FUN, ENJOY THE CURLING.  Let’s have another great season.
